problems during experiment:


1. Due to high parity errors in MkIII trk 25 and 14 we were destinated to lose one channel from the beginning. To avoid the data lost we used in the experiment the unused VLBA data track 32 for recording by changes in the Field System concerning the formatter track assignments. For the recording we used during the whole experiment the ODD groups. MkIII track was swopped to the „new“ MkIII trk 29 (VLBA trk 32).





2. There was an s-band failure at the beginning  of the experiment. No signal in the BBC. After locate and removement of the reason we started the experiment at 19:46 UT with scan#218.
